	Leap (Inflatables) Zone

	Description
	Step into Leap, where energy, movement, and pure fun take over. Inspired by the kangaroo, powerful, fast, and always on the move, this zone is all about jumping in, getting stuck in, and enjoying high-energy challenges.                                                                                                                                                                 From head-to-head battles to giant obstacle courses, Leap is designed to get participants moving, laughing, and pushing themselves in a more playful way. Whether you’re competing or just having a go, this is a space to let loose and keep moving.

	Activities
(All week)
	Participants will take on a range of high-energy inflatable and reaction-based activities including Reaction Table Game, Gladiator Duel, and Last One Standing, alongside crowd favourites like the Dunk Tank and Rodeo Bull.                                                                                                                                                               There are plenty of physical challenges to test speed and coordination such as the Bungee Run, Spider Mountain, and Bootcamp 220ft Obstacle Course, as well as competitive activities like Human Demolition Ball, Pillow Bash, and Walking Tubes. For something a little different, participants can get involved in the Space Hoppers Grand National, adding a fun and fast-paced race element.

	Specific Activities
	Squirrels/Beavers/Rainbows:
cheetah reflex challenge – react with cheetah – fast speed to hit the targets before they disappear, how many can you catch?
Zebra stampede – bounce and race like a herd of zebras charging across the safari plains as you hop your way to the finish line
Mini monkey jungle climb – make your way up this small jungle climb to the tree canopy above
	Cubs/Brownies:
canopy adventure climb – challenge yourself to reach the top of the canopy! Ready to slide back down to the rainforest floor
Safari sprint challenge – race side by side down the safari trail, stretch as far as you can and see how your jungle adventure unfolds as you bounce back through the wild
Caterpillar crawl – move together like a giant rainforest caterpillar as you wiggle and shuffle your way across the jungle floor to the finish line
Crocodile samp challenge – cross the jungle swap without falling to the crocodiles below as you climb, bounce and scramble your way around the course

	Explorers/Rangers:
pack hunt – in the wild, predators rarely hunt alone! complete the obstacle course as a unified hunting pack – linked together and moving as one
night hunt – moving blind through the obstacles, the night hunter will be guided by their pack to complete the course
apex predator duel – stay balanced, stay in control and be the last predator standing!
Sky predator ascent – ascend through the canopy as fast as possible, enjoy the view from the summit before swooping down on your prey
king of the stampede – hold on tight through the power and chaos of the stampede for as long as possible
