	Step into Thrive, where participants explore what it means to live, grow, and belong in our shared world. Inspired by the elephant, wise, connected, and deeply rooted in community, this zone is about understanding ourselves, others, and the world around us.
From culture and wellbeing to sustainability and global perspectives, Thrive offers a different pace, one that encourages reflection, conversation, and meaningful experiences. Whether it’s trying something new, learning from others, or simply taking time to pause, this is a space to broaden horizons and find your place.

	Activities
(All week)
	Participants will explore a wide range of experiences including African Drum Circles & Experimental Sound Experience, Escape Rooms, and Oasis (Faith & Beliefs), alongside opportunities to relax and reset through Yoga, Sound Baths & Meditation, and the Fire Pit.
There are chances to explore culture and identity through LGBTQ+ Inclusive Activities, while hands-on experiences such as Upcycled Art Projects, Pyrography (Affirmation Keyrings), and Body Art & Henna offer creative expression.
Sustainability and global awareness are central, with Sustainability Activities, Chester Zoo – Hedgerow Study, and the Meal Swap Hub, as well as unique experiences like the Alternative Protein Café (Insect Chocolate Fountain) and Plant Singing!. Participants can also engage with organisations such as NSPCC, and experience something different in the Rage Room.
