	🎒 What Minis Should Bring
The programme has been designed so no specialist equipment is required.
Leaders should use their own judgement when considering the kit list for their Minis and when communicating to parents.
A good starter for 10 kit list might look like:
· Comfortable outdoor clothing – suitable for the weather forecast
· Appropriate footwear for the Cheshire Show ground site.
· Packed lunch (unless catered for with your groups)
· Water bottle

	Note for Leaders
	🍽️ Lunch Arrangements
Where possible, Minis leadership team should arrange to pair up with groups from their district who are already camping at Chamboree and eat lunch together on their campsite.

· Spend time with familiar local groups
· Experience the atmosphere of a campsite
